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Necessary Evil?

Habakkuk 1:1-2:4 (ESV): “The oracle that Habakkuk 
the prophet saw. 2 O Lord, how long shall I cry for 
help, and you will not hear? Or cry to you ‘Violence!’ 
and you will not save? 3 Why do you make me see 
iniquity, and why do you idly look at wrong? 
Destruction and violence are before me; strife and 
contention arise. 4 So the law is paralyzed, and justice 
never goes forth. For the wicked surround the 
righteous; so justice 
goes forth perverted.”



Necessary Evil?

Habakkuk 1:5-7 (ESV): “Look among the nations, 
and see; wonder and be astounded. For I am doing 
a work in your days that you would not believe if 
told. 6 For behold, I am raising up the Chaldeans, 
that bitter and hasty nation, who march through 
the breadth of the earth, to seize dwellings not 
their own. 7 They are dreaded and fearsome; their 
justice and dignity go forth from themselves.”



Necessary Evil?

Habakkuk 1:17 (ESV): “Is [God] then to 
keep on emptying his net and mercilessly 
killing nations forever?”



Necessary Evil?

Habakkuk 2:2-4 (ESV): “And the Lord answered me: 
‘Write the vision; make it plain on tablets, so he 
may run who reads it. 3 For still the vision awaits its 
appointed time; it hastens to the end—it will not 
lie. If it seems slow, wait for it; it will surely come; it 
will not delay. 4 Behold, his soul is puffed up; it is 
not upright within him, but the righteous shall live 
by his faith.’”



Necessary Evil?

Revelation 21:3-4 (ESV): “And I heard a loud voice 
from the throne saying, ‘Behold, the dwelling place 
of God is with man. He will dwell with them, and 
they will be his people, and God himself will be 
with them as their God. 4 He will wipe away every 
tear from their eyes, and death shall be no more, 
neither shall there be mourning, nor crying, nor 
pain anymore, for the former things have passed 
away.’”



Necessary Evil?

John 6:40 (ESV): “For this is the will of my 
Father, that everyone who looks on the 
Son and believes in him should have 
eternal life, and I will raise him up on the 
last day.”



Necessary Evil?

John 5:24 (ESV): “Truly, truly, I say to you, 
whoever hears my word and believes him 
who sent me has eternal life. He does not 
come into judgment, but has passed from 
death to life.”

Ecclesiastes 12:14 (ESV): “For God will 
bring every deed into judgment, with 
every secret thing, whether good or evil.”
